INE: Welcome all. Today I’m happy to interview Dolly Talmadge, public relations at 

Quilters Crossing, Inc., a not-for-profit association that offers activities in the world of 

quilting and in community projects. 

INE: Hi Dolly. Thank you for agreeing to this interview. Tell us more about Quilters 

Crossing, Inc. and its purpose. 

DT: Quilter's Crossing, Inc.is the center of many exciting activities in the world of quilting and 

in community projects. Every member can be justifiably proud of the contributions to the art of 

quilting and to the community. 

Foremost, we are a quilt guild, providing support and assistance to quilters at all skill levels. 

Many friendships develop, and social activities are a pleasant part of the guild’s function. 

The purpose of the guild is to: 

• Promote cooperation and the exchange of ideas among those who love quilts and quilting. 

• To encourage high standards of design and technique. 

• To stimulate interest within the general area through quilt shows and demonstrations. 

• To forward the club's philanthropic endeavors toward the community

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INE: Can anyone join, or do members need experienced level quilting skills?  

DT: Anyone can join but we are limited to 90 members due to the size of the venue used for our 

meetings. 

To benefit from Quilter's Crossing, Inc., one needs to have basic quilting skills. Membership 

consists of quilters at all levels of expertise. Members are interested in every facet of the art; 

traditional, pictorial and modern techniques are all explored. Many members are also involved in 

the wearable arts. 

INE: What is the cost to join?  

DT: The fee for a new member is $46 to cover the cost of the badge, a member’s guild notebook, 

and fabric for a vest that is worn to special guild events.  After the first year the fee is $30/year. 

INE: Are quilting classes offered to members? 

DT: Quilting workshops are offered once a month and usually concentrate on a particular 

quilting technique. Examples of classes are tumbling blocks, thread painting, double reverse 

applique, attic windows, and cathedral windows. The cost of the classes depends on the class, but 

can be as inexpensive as $2 per class plus supplies.

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INE:  How often do the members meet?  

DT:   Meetings are every Wednesday morning. 

• 1st Wednesday of the month - Guild Business Meeting - 9:30 A.M. -12 noon. 

• 2nd Wednesday of the month - Workshop - 9:00 A.M. 

• 3rd Wednesday of the month - Educational - 9:30 A.M. 

• 4th Wednesday of the month - "Sister Sit and Sew", Dollicious Divas, Creative Corner - 

9:30 A.M. 

INE: What should members bring with them when attending a meeting?  

DT:  Members need to wear their name badges at the meeting. This helps everyone get to know 

one another. They only need to bring their sewing machine and supplies if signed up for a class. 

They can also observe a class. 

INE: Are there invited speakers or teachers?  

DT: The third Wednesday of each month is the Educational meeting. Sometimes we host 

nationally known quilting speakers such as David Taylor, Ellen Lindner, and our own nationally 

known guild member Melissa Kruschwitz.  Local instructors or our guild members also provide 

information as the speaker of the month.

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INE: What are some of the philanthropic activities Quilters Crossing supports?  

DT: We support the following: 

F.E.A.S.T. (Food Emergency and Services Team) Canned food items and monetary donations 

are collected at each business meeting for F.E.A.S.T.  A 50/50 raffle is also held at each 

business meeting. Tickets are $1.00 and the winner receives 50% of the money collected, while 

F.E.A.S.T. receives the rest. 

 

 

Clothes to Kids - New underwear and socks are collected in October for the "Drop Your 

Drawers" clothing drive. Girl's underwear sizes 4-16, junior girl sizes 5-16 (especially bikinis), 

boy sizes 4-16 (briefs and boxers), young men’s sizes 30 and up (especially boxers) and 

children and young adult sized socks are welcome. 

 

 

Pinellas County Sheriff's Victims Advocacy Program - Quilter's Crossing members sew quilts 

and donate them to Pinellas County Sheriff’s Advocate to put in police cars to be given to 

children and adults for comfort as needed. 

 

 

Sheriff’s Youth Ranch in Safety Harbor – In 2017 Quilter’s Crossing members made quilts for 

each of the 30 resident children at the Sheriff’s Youth Ranch for Christmas.  The project is 

being continued this year as new children move into the group homes.   

 

 

In addition to the quilts provided, our members have created an Opportunity Quilt that will 

be given away at the 2019 Biennial Quilt Show.   

 

All of the proceeds from the ticket sales for that quilt will be donated to the Sheriff’s Youth 

Ranch.

Quilting Under the Palms Biennial Quilt Show. In the odd numbered years, Quilter’s Crossing, 

Inc. holds a Quilt Show near the end of January that showcases the beautiful creations of the 

members of the guild. 

 

Quilters Crossing, Inc. Biennial Challenge Quilts. In the years when there is not a quilt show, the 

members participate in a creating Challenge Quilts, and the theme of the challenge changes from 

year to year.  A fat quarter of fabric is provided to each participant that must be used in the quilt. 

In 2018 the Challenge theme was "Telling Tales".   Members were asked to let their creative 

juices flow and step outside their quilting comfort zone to tell some kind of tale, while 

incorporating the challenge fabric. Quilts were displayed at the Dunedin Fine Arts Center during 

the month of February.
